Appendix A: Grievance Handling Procedure during Procurement Process

(Appeals)

Filing an appeal

{a) If any Bidder or prospective Bidder is aggrieved that any decision, action or omission of the JRRSU is
in contravention to the provisicns of the Act or the Rules or the Guidelines issued there under, he
may file an appeal to the First Appellate Authority within a period of ten days from the date of such
decision, action, or omission, as the case may be, clearly giving the specific ground or grounds on
which he feels aggrieved:

Provided that after the declaration of a Bidder as successful in terms of section 27 of the Act, the
appeal may be filed only by a Bidder who has participated in procurement proceedings:

Provided further that in case JRRSU evaluates the Technical Bid before the opening of the Financial
Bid, an appeal related to the matter of Financial Bid may be filed only by a Bidder whose Technical
Bid is found to be acceptable.

{b} After hearing the parties, the First Appellate Authority shall dispose of the appeal and pass an order
within a period of 30 days of the date filing of the appeal.

(c} If the First Appellate Authority fails to dispose of the appeal within the period 30 days of the date of
filing the appeal or if the bidder or prospective bidder or the JRRSU is aggrieved by the order passed
by the First Appellate Authority, the bidder or prospective bidder or the JRRSU, as the case may be,
may file a second appeal to the Second Appellate Authority within fifteen days. The Second
Appellate Authority, after hearing the parties, shall dispose of the appeal and pass an order within a
period of 30 days which shall be final and binding on the parties. If the Second Appellate Authority is
unable to dispose of the appeal within the aforesaid period, he shall record reason for the same.

Rupees, 10 Crore which remain unresolved th rough the Dispute Resolution Committee.
Iv Al legal proceedings, if necessary arise to institute by any of the parties shall have to be
lodged in courts situatedin Jaipur(Rajasthan} and not elsewhere.
V - Procedure of reference to the Dispute Resolution Committee:
The supplier shall present his representation to the JRRSU along with a fee equal to two
percent of the amount of dispute; not exceeding rupees One lakh, within three months of
occurrence of the dispute.The procuring entity shall prepare a reply of representation and
shall represent its stand before the concerned disputere solution committee .From the side
of the supplier, the claim may be presented by himself or through a representative. After

hearing both the parties, the Dispute Resolution Committee shall pronounce its decision
which shall be final and binding both on the supplier and the JRRSU
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
