As a general rule all the quantities of the subject matter of procurement shall be procured from the
bidder, whose bid is accepted. However, when it is considered that the quantity of the subject matter of

6.4 HRR PT fA™ITG (Signing of contract)

In the written intimation of acceptance of its bid sent to the successful bidder, it shall also be asked to
execute an agreement in the format given in the bidding document on a non judicial stamp of requisite
value at its cost and deposit the amount of performance security, within fifteen days from the date on
which the LOA or LOI is dispatched to the bidder.

Failure of the successful bidder to submit the above-mentioned performance security or sign the contract
shall constitute sufficient grounds for the annulment of the award and forfeiture of the bid security. In that
event JRRSU may either cancel the procurement process or if deemed appropriate, award the contract at
the rates of the lowest bidder, to the next lowest evaluated bidder whose bid is substantially responsive
and is determined by JRRSU to be qualified to perform the contract satisfactorily.

Appendix A: Grievance Handling Procedure during Procurement Process
(Appeals)

Filing an appeal

(a) If any Bidder or prospective Bidder is aggrieved that any decision, action or omission of the JRRSU is
in contravention to the provisions of the Act or the Rules or the Guidelines issued thereunder, he
may file an appeal to the First Appellate Authority Vice chancellor, within a period of ten days from
the date of such decision, action, or omission, as the case may be, clearly giving the specific ground
or grounds on which he feels aggrieved:

Provided that after the declaration of a Bidder as successful in terms of section 27 of the Act, the
appeal may be filed only by a Bidder who has participated in procurement proceedings:

Provided further that in case JRRSU evaluates the Technical Bid before the opening of the Financial
Bid, an appeal related to the matter of Financial Bid may be filed only by a Bidder whose Technical
Bid is found to be acceptable.

(b) After hearing the parties, the First Appellate Authority shall dispose of the appeal and pass an order
within a period of 30 days of the date filing of the appeal.

(c) If the First Appellate Authority fails to dispose of the appeal within the period 30 days of the date of
filing the appeal or if the bidder or prospective bidder or the JRRSU is aggrieved by the order passed
by the First Appellate Authority, the bidder or prospective bidder or the JRRSU, as the case may be,
may file a second appeal to the Second Appellate Authority Secretary, Administration Derpartment,
within fifteen days. The Second Appellate Authority, after hearing the parties, shall dispose of the
appeal and pass an order within a period of 30 days which shall be final and binding on the parties.
If the Second Appellate Authority is unable to dispose of the appeal within the aforesaid period, he
shall record reason for the same.

Appeal not to lie in certain cases:

No appeal shall lie against any decision of the JRRSU relating to the following matters, namely:-

(a) determination of need of procurement;

(b) provisions limiting participation of Bidders in the bidding process;
(c) the decision of whether or not to enter into negotiations;

(d) cancellation of a procurement process;

(e) applicability of the provisions of confidentiality.

Subject to provisions of GCC Clause 2.11 and 3.7, if the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the
services within the period specified in the contract, JRRSU shall, without prejudice to all its
other remedies under the contract, deduct from the contract price, as penalties on the
following basis which the supplier has failed to supply or complete: -

In case of breach of any condition of the contract and for all types of losses caused including
excess cost due to procuring of services from the market in the event of contractor failing to
provide requisitoned number of manpower, the office shall make deductions on prorata
basis from the bills preffered by the contractor or that may become due to the contractor
under this or any other contract or from the security deposit or may be demanded from him
to paid within seven days to the credit of JRRSU.

The powers of the competent authority of JRRSU under this condition shall in no way affect
or prejudice the powers in certain events to terminate the contract vested in him as herein
provided or forfeiture of security deposit.

The maximum amount of penalty shall be 50% of perforamance security. Once the
maximum is reached, the procuring entity may terminate the contract pursuant to GCC
Clause 4.4 and forfiet the perforamance security.

Recoveries of penalties shall ordinarily be made from bills. Amount may also be withheld to the
extent of such penalties and in case of failure in satisfactory services; their amount along with
amount of penalties shall be recovered from dues and performance security available with the
JRRSU. In case the balance of recovery is not possible recourse will be taken to Section 53 of the
act or any other law in force.

5 Termination and Disputes

5.1

Termination for Default

51.1

JRRSU, without prejudice to any other remedy under the provisions of the act, the rules or
the contract for breach of contract, by notice of default sent to the supplier, may terminate the
contract in whole or in part:

a. If the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the services within the period specified in the
contract, or within any extension thereof granted by JRRSU pursuant to GCC Clause 3.7
[Extension of Time];or

b. If the supplier fails to perform any other obligation under the Contract.

c. Ifthe supplier, in the judgment of JRRSU has breached any provision of the code of integrity,
as defined in the act, the rules and GCC Clause 2.3 [Code of Integrity] in competing for or in
executing the contract.

5.1.2

In the event JRRSU terminates the contract in whole or in part, pursuant to GCC Clause 5.1.1 (a),
JRRSU may procure, upon such terms and in such manner as it deems appropriate the Services
similar to those undelivered or not performed, and the supplier shall be liable for JRRSU for any
additional costs for such similar services and such additional cost shall be recovered from the
dues of the supplier with JRRSU.

5.2

Termination for Insolvency

521

The JRRSU may at any time terminate the Contract by giving notice to the supplier, if the supplier
becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent. In such event, termination will be without compensation
to the supplier, provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or
remedy that has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the JRRSU.

5.3

Termination for Convenience

JRRSU, by notice sent to the supplier, may terminate the Contract, in whole or in part, at any time for
its convenience. The notice of termination shall specify that termination is for the JRRSU’s
convenience, the extent to which performance of the supplier under the contract is terminated, and
the date upon which such termination becomes effective.

Dispute Resolution

Dispute resolution mechanism shall be as stated in Appendix A

Any dispute arising from the contract shall be resolved amicably, as far as possible.The levels
of the Dispute Resolution mechanism shall be as follows:

Iv  All legal proceedings, if necessary arise to institute by any of the parties shall have to be
lodged in courts situated in Jaipur (Rajasthan) and not elsewhere.
V - Procedure of reference to the Dispute Resolution Committee:
The supplier shall present his representation to the JRRSU along with a fee equal to two
percent of the amount of dispute; not exceeding rupees One lakh, within three months
of occurrence of the dispute.The procuring entity shall prepare a reply of representation
and shall represent its stand before the concerned dispute resolution committee. From
the side of the supplier, the claim may be presented by himself or through a
representative. After hearing both the parties, the Dispute Resolution Committee shall

pronounce its decision which shall be final and binding both on the supplier and the
JRRSU.

8. The agency shall provide a substitute in the event of any person remaining absent for more
than two consecutive days for any reason. Delay by the agency in providing a substitute after
expiry of two days absence shall attract fine @ Rs.200/- (Rs. Two Hundred only) per day
starting from the day from which the person has been absent, besides deduction in payment
on pro-rata basis and shall be deducted from the monthly bills of the agency in the
subsequent month.

The
agency should make adequate enquiries about the character and of misconduct or otherwise
or later if any. Service will be ceased with immediately effect, if any employee deployed by
the agency is found in such activities.
