If the Second Appellate Authority is unable to
dispose of the appeal within the aforesaid period, he shall record reason for the same.

The legal binding as per the industries dispute act. Payment of wages act. contract labour Act ,and others
pertaining to Civil/Criminal legislation, Medical claim if any, are the obligations of the Agency. The JRRSU
would have no responsibility for the same.

It is the responsibility of the Agency to provide payments, and other facilities as per the nominal wages in
accordance with the law. All issues pertaining to the same would be dealt with by the Agency. The JRRSU
would have no role in this.

The Agency shall not deploy any person who has not completed eighteen years of age. The Agency shall
comply with all the statutory provisions as laid down under various Labour Laws/Acts/Rules like Minimum
Wages, Provident Funds, ESI, Bonus, Gratuity, Contract Labour Act and other Labour Laws/Acts/Rules in
force from time to time at his own cost. In case of violation of any such statutory provisions under Labour
Laws or any other law applicable by the contractor, there will not be any liability on part of the University.

If the bidder fails to comply with the terms and conditions as mentioned under these rules or any employee of
bidder is guilty of any misbehavior or misconduct then procuring Entity will be free to cancel the bid or
penalise and forfeit the security deposit or appropriate portion of it looking to the seriousness of the offence. .
Legal proceeding, if any arising out of this bid shall have to be lodged in court situated in Jaipur and not
elsewhere.

The University will deduct Income tax at source under section 194-C of income tax act from the bidder at the
prevailing rates of such sum as income tax on the income comprised therein.

If complaint received from the University employee or department against bidder exceed seven in number the
University reserve all rights to dismiss the contractor and to forfeit deposit Security/ performance security.
